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PUPIL RELATED ISSUES

INFANT EDUCATION

· Scoil Mhuire Gan Smál caters for children from junior infants to 6th class. Boys and girls are accepted up to 1st class. From 2nd to 6th class is girls only and the boys transfer to “New Inn Boys National School”.

· New junior infants are given a “settling in” period of 2-3 weeks depending on the start date of the school year. For these few weeks they go home at lunch time.

· An information night for parents takes place around the end of September to highlight relevant issues pertaining to the infant programme and life in the infant room.

· An information pack containing the school prospectus, booklist, tips for parents, the school calendar etc. is sent to parents of new entrants in early June.

· The infant school day ends at 2.10pm. 

· The school website and newsletters provide regular updates on school related issues.

CULTURAL DIVERSITY

Children from all cultural backgrounds are welcome as per our Mission Statement. See our “Equality of Access and Participation Policy”.

Currently all children are English speaking in our school. However in the event of foreign nationals enrolling in our school, it has been decided that school signage would be multi-lingual where possible eg. Office, toilets, phrases etc. Also communication with parents would be multi-lingual if necessary and where possible.

PROMOTION & RETENTION OF PUPILS

All pupils progress each September to the next class. In the event of a parent requesting that their child be retained in a particular class this will be accommodated in the child’s best interest after consultation with class teacher, learning support and principal. Parents must submit a written application for same.

PUPIL ILLNESS IN SCHOOL/CLASS

It is the school policy that a contact number for all children is provided in the case of an illness or emergency.

In the case of a child being ill in school parents/guardians are contacted to request them to take the child home.

Parents have signed a waiver to allow teachers to bring their child to hospital in the case of an emergency.

PUPIL INSURANCE – PERSONAL ACCIDENT

It is the policy of Scoil Mhuire Gan Smál to request that all pupils avail of 24hour Personal Accident Insurance cover provided by Allianz. This charge of €9 is contained in their book rental fee list and collected at the end of June for the following September. Receipts are provided. It is hoped to provide an online payment facility by June 2018.
